Hampshire County Council,
Basingstoke and Deane Borough
Council, Whitchurch Town Council
and Whitchurch Association are
teaming up to improve the town
centre, assist the local economy 
and develop tourism.

A TOWN HEALTHCHECK by residents and
businesses revealed the town centre looks
“drab” and this discourages shoppers and
visitors. Also, local support is needed to
assist businesses. The Whitchurch
Association has set out a VISION, based
on a welcoming, safer and more attractive
town centre.

Following public consultation, a TOWN
ACTION PLAN was agreed to deal with
these issues.

£120,000 is being contributed by the 
three local authorities. The Whitchurch
Association is also making a bid to South
East England Development Agency –
SEEDA – for funds to match this. 

The final budget and legal matters will
eventually govern what we can do.
