Spring Show

Rules
1. All classes are open to all within the Testbourne Parishes or who are members of the Whitchurch Gardens Association.

2. Except for those used in the floral decoration section, all flowers exhibited must have been grown by the exhibitor in his or her house, garden or allotment and must have been in the exhibitor’s possession for at least 2 months. In the event of a query, the Committee shall have the right to inspect the exhibitor’s garden or allotment immediately after the show.

3. Each exhibitor may not enter more than one exhibit in any one class. One or more exhibitor from the same family may exhibit produce from the same garden or allotment, provided that they each do not enter more than one exhibit in any one class.

4. Entry forms must reach the Show Secretary no later than 5pm on Wednesday 11th April 2007. Entry fees are 25 pence, except for the children’s classes.
5. All exhibits are to be staged in the Parish Hall, London Road by 11am on Saturday 14th April. The hall will be open from 9am for the staging of entries. No exhibitor may move an exhibit which is not his or her own; if there is insufficient space to stage an entry; a steward must be asked to do it. No person may remove an exhibit after it has been staged until the close of the show at 4 pm.
6. Competent independent judges will be appointed by the Show Committee. The judges are empowered to withhold awards or points if the exhibits are deemed unworthy of them. The judge's decision is final. Any exhibits which do not conform to the wording in this schedule will be disqualified and the entry slips marked NAS (Not according to Schedule) (speak to a steward if you have any doubts whilst staging).

7. Cash prizes will be awarded for all classes: 1st – 75p
2nd – 50p
3rd – 25p

8. Points will be awarded in all classes as follows:1st – 4 points
2nd – 3 points
3rd – 2 points
Highly Commended – 1 point

9. Protests must be made within one hour of the show opening o the public (3.15pm). Protests must be in writing and accompanied with a deposit of £1, which will be refunded if the protest is upheld.
10. The Committee will take reasonable care of exhibits but are not liable for any damage or loss to them, whatever the cause.
11. A novice is someone who has not won a first prize in that section, ie Floral Art, at a Whitchurch Gardens Association Show or any show within 20 miles of Whitchurch before.
Trophies

1. There is a trophy for the most points (see Rule 8) achieved by an exhibitor in each section. Please note that points awarded throughout the show count towards the children’s trophies not just the children’s classes.
2. There is a trophy for the most points overall in the show.

An arrangement on the theme "Easter" - using flowers, foliage and berries as desired, or any material for

 decoration of an 50cm alcove

An arrangement to be worn on the head

Spring arrangement in an unusual container - the container not to exceed 30cm x 30cm

Arrangement in a wine glass - not to exceed 250ml

5
Novices Only - A breakfast tray - An arrangement with a breakfast setting on a tray no larger than 35cm 

x 45cm - Tray, cutlery and crockery to be provided by the entrant

Section 2 - Cut Flowers

Narcissus

One bloom

6
Division 1 - Trumpet, one flower to a stem, corona (trumpet or cup) as long or longer than the perianth 

segments (petals)

7
Division 2 - Long Cup, one flower to a stem, corona (cup) more than one third but less than equal to the 

length of the perianth segments (petals)

8
Division 3 - Short Cup, one flower to a stem, corona (cup) not more than one third the height of the 

perianth segments (petals).

9
Division 4 - Double Daffodils, having a clustered cup, petals or both.  There can be one or more flowers 

per stem

10
Any other division - Other than classes 6 - 9

Other than narcissus

11
Tulip - One bloom, any variety

12
Shrub flowers - Entrant's own vase may be used, not to exceed 12.5cm in diameter or 25cm in height

13
Any other flowers - Other than classes 6 - 12. Entrant's own vase may be used, not to exceed 12.5cm 

in diameter or 25cm in height

Section 3 - Growing Plants

Pot Plant

14
Cactus or succulent - Pot or bowl not to exceed 15cm internal diameter

15
Flowering plant - Not cactus or succulent, pot not to exceed 15cm internal diameter

16
Flowering plant or plants - Pot or bowl not to exceed 30cm internal diameter

17
Foliage plant - Pot not to exceed 15cm internal diameter

Containers

18
Hanging Container - Flowers, foliage plants, vegetables or herbs

Section 4 - Children under 12

Those not reached their 12th birthday by the 14th April 2007

Decorated hard boiled hens egg

Easter bunny - Any material

A Spring scene - Painting or drawing using any medium, not to exceed 20 cm x 30cm

Decorated Easter Victoria sandwich - To recipe:

3 eggs, 6oz margarine, 6oz self-raising flour, pinch of salt, 6oz castor sugar, 3 tbsp warm raspberry 

jam.

Cream margarine and sugar, mix in eggs, fold in flour and salt. Pour mixture into 2 sandwich tins.

Cook at 175ºC, 350ºF or Gas mark 4 for 20-25 minutes.

After cooking, cool on wire rack, sandwich together with jam and dredge the top with icing sugar

Shortbread - round 20cm max

25
Farmhouse cake - To recipe:

2 eggs, 5oz margarine, 8oz self-raising flour, 5oz castor sugar,  tspn mixed spice, 12oz mixed dried fruit 

(not cherries), lemon or orange rind, ¼pt milk (less 2 tbspn).

Cream margarine and sugar, add each egg separately and beat lightly. Fold in all the dry ingredients. Add

 milk, as required, to make a stiff dropping consistency. Pour into a greased lined 7" or 8" tin.

Cook at 160ºC, 320ºF or Gas mark 3 for 1¾ - 2 hours.
